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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 SYSTEM OVERVIEW 
iANALYZE is a data analysis software package that provides reporting, viewing and 
conversion capabilities for traffic data collected by IRD traffic monitoring systems. 

The software runs on a stand-alone or networked computer using the Microsoft 
Windows XP, NT, or 2000 version operating systems. 

iANALYZE performs two main functions: 

1) Generate reports 

2) Display individual vehicle records 

A report is any formatted output of the raw data contained in the files produced by the 
traffic monitoring systems. Some examples are: 

 A table showing the number of vehicles of selected classes during selected time 
periods with row and column totals 

 A chart or graph of the selected data 

 A comma delimited ASCII list of a large set of individual vehicle records 

 A data file in the format required by the FHWA Traffic Monitoring Guide. 

 

Note:  The iANALYZE software can not exist on the same machine as a 
previously installed version of the iANALYZE software or any 
version of the iANALYZE Demo software. If any version of 
iANALYZE has been installed, it must be uninstalled before 
proceeding with the new installation (refer to Appendix F.0). 

1.2 SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS 
The iANALYZE software is designed for use with Microsoft Windows XP, NT, or 2000 
version operating systems.   
 
Minimum Computer Specifications:  

Intel Pentium 133 CPU or equivalent, 128 MB memory & CD-ROM  
 

Suggested Computer Specifications:  
Intel Pentium 650 CPU or equivalent, 2GB memory & CD-ROM 

 
iANALYZE loads data files into RAM during processing and therefore system 
performance is highly linked to the system hardware.  If the data files are large enough 
that they can not all be loaded into RAM, the computer will use the hard drive as virtual 
memory which will result in a major degradation in performance.

1.3.2 GREGORIAN CALENDAR SETTING 

iANALYZE requires that the date setting that the Windows operating system uses be the 
Gregorian Calendar. If another calendar is used, the following error message will be 
displayed: 

 
If the above message is displayed when iANALYZE is started, open the Windows 
Control Panel ; double click the Regional Settings  icon. On the Regional Option s 
panel, click the Advanced  button to open the Customize Regional Settings  window, 
select the Date tab, and from the Calendar type  drop down list, select the Gregorian 
Calendar: 

 
Any time the regional settings are changed, the calendar used may be automatically 
reset by Windows; always check the calendar setting after changing the regional 
settings. 
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
